General information about the Krupanj municipality

The municipality is located in an area known as Radjevina, and the
very center is situated in a basin between the slopes of mountains
Boranja, Jagodnja and Sokolska planina. The average altitude is
280 meters, while the highest mountain peak is Rozanj (973m).
The total surface area of the municipality is 342 km2, including
23 settlements nearby. According to official results of the 2011
Census, Krupanj has a population of 17,295 with 4,455 people
living in the town center and remaining 12,840 in 22 surrounding
villages.

Modern Krupanj is characterized by clean and attractive nature
complete with cultural and historical sights. Apart from beautiful
landscapes, there are other natural resources that this region can
offer as tourist attractions: cultural and historical monuments,
hunting preserves, protected natural resources, prehistoric and
Roman cultural heritage, etc. Water potential (a great number
of mountain springs with a river network density of 962 m/km2)

offers great opportunities for investment in renewable energy
resources. The vast population in this municipality is engaged in
agriculture. Most crops are not treated with pesticides, so they
can be considered organic food. The entire agricultural production,
which can be significantly increased, represents a starting point for
the development of processing capacity for agricultural products.

The Krupanj municipality is rich in mineral resources and it has a
long tradition of mining and smelting. Mild summers and winters
(with plenty of snow) guarantee a pleasant stay in Krupanj the
whole year long. Intact nature and a specific climate attribute
the characteristics of an air spa to this municipality. Its preserved
nature, numerous cultural and historical monuments, abundance of
sports activities available, hospitality of the people and traditional
food make Krupanj one of the most attractive tourist destinations.

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Agriculture

Most of the population is engaged in agriculture. The municipality has
16,565 hectares of arable land accounting for 48% of the total land
surface pertaining to the municipality, 77% of which are fields and
orchards (15,433 hectares).

Farmers in Radjevina are mostly engaged in fruit growing, farming
and cattle breeding. The most cultivated fruit is raspberry which grows
on an area of 800 hectares, with an average annual yield of 350-400
cars. Another commonly cultivated fruit is plum with an average annual
yield of 100-120 cars. Dominant varieties are Pozegaca, Stenley, and
Cacanska. The average annual yield of blackberry is around 100 cars
and counting. When it comes to farming, potato is grown on about 800
hectares with over 5,000 tonnes of this vegetable produced annually.

There are a lot of autochthonous varieties of fruits too, and there are
preconditions allowing organic farming. Cattle breeding is an activity
in which individual agricultural cooperatives engage through milk
and meat production. Growing California trout, carp and other fish is
becoming increasingly profitable. A number of wild plants are growing
in the Krupanj area, including elder, linden, forest mushrooms, hip,
etc. Most of the crops are not treated with pesticides, thus qualifying
as organic food. The Krupanj municipality is abundant with raw
materials, but lacks processing capacity to make use of them.

Production capacity

Beside mining and wood processing, the 1960s saw the development
of the textile industry (a big capacity for producing viscose fabrics and
haberdashery), cardboard packaging and contact lenses production,
small enterprises, trade and tourism. After the economy was devastated
in the 1990s, the private sector started growing, but not to a sufficient
extent. Nowadays, the Krupanj municipality is mostly engaged in wood
processing and fruit storing, freezing and drying (berries above all) with
small companies making furniture, clothing and handcrafts dominating
the area. There are also small family stores, such as restaurants, bars
and shops.

The municipality has a long tradition of mining and ore processing.
Krupanj is relatively rich in useful minerals, antimony, iron ore, lead,
limestone, granite, fluorite, coal and thermal springs. Having all these
minerals at disposal ensures a lot of investment opportunities.

Hydroelectric potential of the area is presented in the municipal master

plan which lists 54 possible locations for small hydroelectric power
stations.

In addition to natural potential, cultural and historical heritage and manpower, the municipality of Krupanj also offers a significant space
in production facilities, investment locations fully equipped with infrastructure, technically modernized local government, good landline
and mobile telephone coverage, digitized real estate cadastre, quick building permitting and consenting procedures for investors.

In order to create conditions for creating new jobs and attracting investors, the Krupanj municipality has bought once the largest textile
factory - Krupanjka. This factory features over 30,000 square meters of indoor space in production facilities, warehouses, workshops, of-
fices, laboratories and other buildings that are necessary for industrial production. The complex also has its own heating plant, substation,
wastewater treatment plant, compressed air production facility, water supply, air-conditioning and remote heating systems. The height
of production facilities and warehouses range from 3 to 6 meters. The total surface area of the factory grounds exceeds four hectares.
This entire complex is in a good condition and, thus, no significant investment is required. The municipality strives to attract prospective
investors by offering them favorable terms. This factory has a substantial capacity for producing textile products, but textile production
is not a must. The investors that have a market and a product can get a space in this investment zone at an affordable price to organize
their production as they please. Besides, Krupanj also has a high-quality, qualified manpower. The municipality invites all prospective
investors to start production in the new investment zone.
